TODAYÕS SCRIPTURES 
 

2 Sam 11:1:  In the spring, at the time when kings go off to war, David sent Joab out with the king's men and the whole Israelite 
army. They destroyed the Ammonites and besieged Rabbah. But David remained in Jerusalem. One evening David got up from his 
bed and walked around on the roof of the palace. From the roof he saw a woman bathing. The woman was very beautiful. TNIV 
 

James 1:14-15:  but each of you is tempted when you are dragged away by your own evil desire and enticed. Then, after desire 
has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death.  TNIV 
 

2 Sam 11:3-4:  and David sent someone to find out about her. The man said, "She is Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam and the 
wife of Uriah the Hittite." Then David sent messengers to get her. She came to him, and he slept with her. (Now she was purifying 
herself from her monthly uncleanness.) Then she went back home.  TNIV 
 

2 Sam 11:5 -9; 12-17:  The woman conceived and sent word to David, saying, "I am pregnant." So David sent this word to Joab: 
"Send me Uriah the Hittite." And Joab sent him to David. When Uriah came to him, David asked him how Joab was, how the 
soldiers were and how the war was going. Then David said to Uriah, "Go down to your house and wash your feet." So Uriah left 
the palace, and a gift from the king was sent after him. But Uriah slept at the entrance to the palace with all his master's servants 
and did not go down to his house. 
 

Then David said to him, "Stay here one more day, and tomorrow I will send you back." So Uriah remained in Jerusalem that day 
and the next. At David's invitation, he ate and drank with him, and David made him drunk. But in the evening Uriah went out to 
sleep on his mat among his master's servants; he did not go home. In the morning David wrote a letter to Joab and sent it with 
Uriah. In it he wrote, "Put Uriah out in front where the fighting is fiercest. Then withdraw from him so he will be struck down and 
die." So while Joab had the city under siege, he put Uriah at a place where he knew the strongest defenders were.  When the men 
of the city came out and fought against Joab, some of the men in David's army fell; moreover, Uriah the Hittite died.  TNIV 
 

2 Sam 12:13 Then David said to Nathan, "I have sinned against the Lord."  TNIV 
 

2 Sam 12:10  Now, therefore, the sword will never depart from your house, because you despised me and took the wife of Uriah 
the Hittite to be your own.'TNIV 
 

Acts 3:19  Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the Lord.

When I kept silent,
